1 INTRODUCTION

2 YOUR RIGHTS 

You have the right to:  

• feel safe; 
• live and grow up healthy;  
• have a say about decisions affecting you;  
• get information that is important to you; and  
• be safe and not harmed by anyone in any way (physically, emotionally, etc).  

You can find more information about your rights from the Commission for Children and Young People (CCYP), 
the Social Services Regulator (SSR) and the Charter of Commitment under the UN Convention on the Rights of 
the Child.  

3 HOW WE KEEP YOU SAFE 

We keep you safe by:  

• having a Child Protection Policy and Child Safety Code of Conduct as well as other related policies, and 
making sure that they are always complied with;
